The book is the
narrative of his fourteen-month journey through New York, the New England states
and Eastern Canada.

A tale of coquetry, set in Chatham, Ontario, of Miss Belinda Howard, her charms and
her pursuers. Considered the first Canadian satirical novel, Belinda deals with
Canadian life in the 1840’s in Upper Canada.

An original publication based on a diary kept by Alexander during a journey from
Kingston, Ontario to New Westminster, BC from 23 April to 14 November 1862.
Instead of the six weeks estimated for the trip by a group of young men, it took seven
months and they nearly starved.

The Canadian Settler’s Guide. Catherine Parr Traill. 1974 and 1975. (Originally
published in 1853 — the Alcuin Society’s edition is based on an 1855 edition) 450
numbered copies in two parts folded and gathered loose folio sheets, both housed in
green cloth double slipcase.

John of Trittenheim, at the tender age of twenty-one, became abbot of the monastery
of Sponheim in 1465 and began to build a library which reached 2000 volumes by
1505. During these years printing began to replace scribes. Trittenheim wrote his
book as a gentle plea that the art of handwriting should not be neglected. His
thoughts are as relevant in the computer age as they were 500 years ago.

Flowers in Heraldry. Painted, compiled, designed, written, illustrated & calligraphed
by Vera Ibbett. 1977. Produced in Belgium on offset presses of Van Den Bossche
& bound by M. A. P. Austraet. Paper is Chromomat supplied by Arjomari-Prious,
France. 2300 copies were published, each with identical pages but different bindings.
The “A Specials” — 100; “B Specials” — 100; “Ordinaries” — 300,
each signed and numbered quickly sold. Available are unnumbered copies, either
paper bound or loose in envelopes.

Words cannot describe the beauty and quality of this work of art. Vera Ibbett worked
3 years to produce the book. A lavish and beautifully executed combination of the
skills of botanical painting, calligraphy and fine book making, Flowers in Heraldry
was Vera Ibbett’s submission to the Society of Scribes and Illuminators and on which



she was elected to the professional status of Craft Member.
